Wilson Outlook Reserve
A smaller but elevated 
vantage point with stunning 
views of the Story Bridge and 
the city skyline, perfect for 
capturing the fireworks.

Howard Smith Wharves
A riverside location with 
multiple excellent dining 
options, with spectacular 
views of the fireworks over 
the river.
